Nobody who has not tried to write an advertisement has any idea of the difficulties 

presented by this form of literature - or shall l say of 'applied literature·. The 

problem that confronts the writer of advertisements is a,n immensely complicated 
o�e. and by reason of its very difficulty immensely inte�esting. It is far easter to write
ten passably effective poems than one. effective advertisement that will take in a few

thousand of the uncritical buying public. In writing a poem one need think only of 

oneself : if one's readers find one boring or obscure. the fault will be theirs. But in 

writing an advertisement one must think of other people. Advertisement writers may J 
not be lyrical or in any way obscure. They must be universally intelligible. A good 
advertisement has this in common with drama and oratory, that it must" be 

immediately comprehensible and directly moving. Now· the orator can tum � round 

his subject ; he· can repeat. But the advertiser has no space to spare ; he pays too 
dearly for every inch. He must play upon the minds of his audience and of course 
persuade them· to part with their money, with a small and limited instrument. With 

what care you must weigh every syllal;>le I What infinite pains must be taken to 
fashion every phrase into a barbed hook that shall stick in the reader's mind and 1 

'draw from its hiding-place within his pocket the reluctant coin. One's style and ideas 

must be lucid and siinple enough to be understood by all : but at the same time they 
must not be vulgar. Could any problem be more fascinatingly difficult? Surely writing 

a poem is child's play compared to this.
